Attaching the Camera Strap

Attach the camera strap as shown in the illustration.
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Inserting and Removing the Battery (Optional
Accessory)

We highly recommend using specified rechargeable lithium-ion battery (3.7V)
to fully demonstrate this camera’s function. Charge the battery before using the
camera.

As you get to know the camera,
it is recommended that you try each quality and resolution setting to get an
appreciation for the effects that these settings will have on your images.

Higher resolution and higher quality images offer the best photographic results
but produce large file sizes. Therefore, few images will take up a lot of memory
space.

High resolution and quality settings are recommended for printed output and
situations requiring the finest detail. Lower resolution/quality images take up
less memory space and may be quite suitable for sharing images via e-malil, in
a report, or on a web page.

[ & ] Still Image Mode

Auto photography is a typical method of photography. Photographs can be
taken simply because the exposure (the combination of shutter speed and
aperture setting) is controlled automatically to suit the photographic conditions.
You can use the 2.5" LCD monitor to compose the images.

Make sure that the battery and SD card are inserted before taking photographs.
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1. Press the POWER button to turn the power
on.
